For Hawaii Individual Income Tax Returns Tax Year 2014, increases the amount of Hawaii National Guard duty pay exclusion to $6,137.00 for taxable years beginning after December 31, 2013 (Refer to line 15 of State of Hawaii Department of Taxation Form N-11, Line 15 http://files.hawaii.gov/tax/forms/2014/n11_b.pdf  )
